Following the success of the Green Revolution, Shastri turned his attention
to the dalry sector

Of particular interest was the cooperative movement in Gujarat’s Anand, led
by Dr.Verghese Kurien

Kurien helped Kaira District Co-operative Milk Producers’ Union Ltd expand
its work, ushering in the White Revolution

In the years that followed, the government’s "Operation Flood" led to a rapid
increase in milk production

Self-sufficiency in the dairy sector was achieved entirely through the
cooperative movement, which spread to more than 12 million dairy farmers
across India

Decades later, Amul, the brand started by cooperative farmers in Anand,
remains a market leader

Annual plans (in place of the five-year plan)

India suspended five-year plans briefly, drawing up annual plans between 1966 and
1969 instead

This was done as the country was not in a position to commit resources over a longer
period

The war with China, the below-par growth outcomes of the third Plan, and the
diversion of capital to finance the war with Pakistan had left the economy severely
weakened

Monsoon played truant during the 1966-67 season, worsening food shortages and
causing a sharp spike in inflation

The constant need to import foodgrains or seek foreign aid also posed a serious risk
to India’s political economy

In the 1960s and 1970s, Indira Gandhi piloted a number of policies in an attempt to
trigger economic growth while staying within her socialist ideals

Nationalisation by Indira Gandhi

The 1960s was a decade of multiple economic and political challenges as two wars
had caused hardships for the masses

The death of Nehru and Shastri in quick succession caused political instability and
triggered a power struggle within the Congress

Indira Gandhi’s rupee devaluation had led to a general price rise

Congress returned to power with a smaller majority after the 1967 general elections
and the party lost power in seven states

That was the first time political federalism was felt in India in true sense

Indira was challenged by the "Syndicate" (a powerful group of ex-Princes, many
owning Banks)

In response, Indira Gandhi nationalized 14 private banks on 20 July 1969

The aim was to accelerate bank lending to agriculture at a time when big businesses
cornered large chunks of the credit flow

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The impact of Banks' nationalisation

This was aimed at alighing the banking sector with the goals of socialism, and made
her a popular leader

Bank nationalization helped boost farm credit and lending to other priority sectors
Financial savings jumped as banks opened branches in rural areas

But the PSBs soon became complacent, as there was little competition

Some politically-influenced lending decisions led to crony capitalism

NPAs was not a major problem earlier, but became one in 2010s, after the global
recession struck India

By 2020, the state-owned banks faced a nearly ¥10-trillion mountain of bad loans,
representing about 90% of the total dud loans

The COVID-19 crisis will only worsen this drastically in coming quarters
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* July 19, 1969: In a big move, the Indira Gandhi govt. nationalised 14 private banks, and 6 more in

L)

1980. That was done to change an old system in India where moneylenders, traders and landlords
dominated the rural financial system ("non-institutional" sources). Private banking system could
not meet rural credit needs.

From class to mass: Many steps were taken to spread the reach post 1969.

+*

++ Branch opening policy - For every branch in a city, banks were needed to open 4 in unbanked
rural areas. So from 1833 rural branches in 1969, the number went up to 35,206 in 1991.

+* Priority sector lending started - All banks had to put aside 40% of net bank credit for
agriculture, MSMEs, housing, education, weaker sections.

++ Differential interest rate scheme - Loans were given at lower rates to weakest among the
weak sections.

+» Lead Bank scheme - Introduced in 1969, each district got a lead bank that set the pace
("pace-setters") in giving integrated banking facilities.

** RRBs established - The Regional Rural Banks were created in 1975 to enhance institutional

rural credit.

+* NABARAD created 1982 - It regulated the functions of cooperative banks and RRBs.
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Overall Impact: The share of institutional credit in outstanding debt of rural households went up
from 16.9% in 1962 to 64% in 1992. That was a reply to economists who argued that
administered interest rates create "financial repression".

Logic: If govt. controls interest rates, then savings rate would go down, and investment funds
would be rationed. But in India, things changed -

+* Deposits to GDP ratio went from 13% in 1969 to 38% in 1991

% Gross savings rate rose from 12.8% in 1969 to 21.7% in 1990

%+ Share of advances to GDP rose from 10% in 1969 to 25% in 1991

% Gross investment rate went from 13.9% in 1969 to 24.1% in 1990

Larger goals : Contrary to popular theory, Indian bank nationalisation led to proper redistribution
In the economy via monetary policy and interest rate administration. ("historical wrongs" righted)
Post 1991 : The Narasimhan Committee took a new view - separate the monetary policy from
redistributionist goals! Let banks run on a profit motive. So, the RBI changed its branch opening
policy. Even priority sector lending norms changed and corporates in agri-business got loans.
Impact : More than 900 rural branches shut shop soon. Agri credit growth rates fell from 7% p.a.

in 1980s to just 2% p.a. in 1990s. Rural financial markets saw institutional credit drop from 64%
in 1991 to 57% in 2002. Moneylenders were back!
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Reverse again : The dangers visible, the RBI in 2004 announced a policy to double agri credit in 3
years. Branch policy was tweaked again to serve under-served regions. By 2011, rules said at
least 25% new branches had to be in unbanked centres.

Result : Rural branches rose to 48536 in 2015 from 30646 in 2005. Agri credit grew much faster.

But a large part went not to farmers but big agri-business firms and corporates located in non-

urban centres! Rural households had 56% institutional credit, lower than that in 2002, or 1991.

No frills accounts : From 2010 to 2016, opening such accounts for unbanked rural poor was done

by PSBs only. Witout a decisive presence of PSBs in rural areas, this would be impossible. The

PSBs helped India in the great recession of 2007 also.

Change in policy stance : Despite all that the PSBs have done for India, the govt. policies are not

supportive of them.

** When growth slowed, excess liquidity in PSBs was seen as a substitute for counter-cyclical
fiscal policy. Govts. would not want a higher fiscal deficit, and hence would encourage public
banks to lend more for retail and personal loans, high-risk infra projects and vehicle loans.

<* Banks were using short-term funds to lend long-term, at times without due diligence. Many
turned NPAs.

+ Today, scared of fiscal deficit, govt. is dithering on recapitalisation and talking of
privatisation. That will kill the whole idea itself. Mega merger of PSBs announced in 2019.
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***Key Learnings :
+* From 1969, the whole aura of banking in India changed due to the mix of
new socialist policies followed by Indira Gandhi govt.
¢ In the LPG era, the role of PSBs was diluted, but then again revived when
institutional credit etc. did not grow.
*+ Today, we speak of privatising PSBs due to high NPAs, which will be a

dangerous move.

*+* The mega PSB merger announced in 2019 was ill-timed, as growth
slowdown worsened its impact, and then COVID-19 arrived in 2020.
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Rupee devaluation by Indira Gandhi in 1966

On 6 June 1966, Indira Gandhi took the strong step of devaluing the Indian
rupee by a sharp 57%

The rupee fell to 7.50 per US dollar from 4.76 level

This was to counter India’s significant balance of payments crisis (BoP) -
same step was taken years later by the Rao government

India's apathy to foreignh investments and neglect of the exports sector
meant that it ran constant trade deficits

The devaluation aimed to boost exports amid limited access to foreign
exchange, but accelerated inflation

Indira’s move meant that Oman, Qatar and the UAE, which used the Reserve
Bank of India-issued Gulf rupee, had to come up with their own currencies

The Janata Party years: Demonetization 1.0 and the exit of Coca-Cola

The 1975-77 national emergency imposed by Indira Gandhi led to her ouster in the
1977 elections

The Janata Party came to power after the 1977 elections, and PM Morarji Desai
withdrew the legal-tender status of 31,000, 35,000 and 210,000 banknotes in a
crackdown on illicit wealth

The legalization of strikes, outlawed by Gandhi, and reinstatement of trade unions
had an impact on the industrial sector

George Fernandes was made the industries minister, and insisted IBM and Coca-
Cola comply with the Foreignh Exchange Regulation Act (FERA) that mandated
foreign investors could not own over 40% in Indian enterprises

The two multinationals shut their India operations

At that time, in 1979, China had started opening up under Deng Xiaoping's economic
reforms (1979-1996)
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Indira Gandhi the reformer

Indira Gandhi returned to power in 1980 after the Janata Party government
unravelled

Indira was a left-leaning populist until the 1970s, but now initiated big-
ticket economic reforms to secure an International Monetary Fund loan
The sixth five-year plan (1980-85) pledged to undertake a string of
measures aimed at boosting the economy’s competitiveness

This meant the removal of price controls, initiation of fiscal reforms, a
revamp of the public sector, reductions in import duties, and de-licensing of
the domestic industry, or in other words ending the licence Raj

She could not do it fully, and the task was left to her son Rajiv who became
PM after her assassination on 31st October, 1984
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++*Thoughts of Dr Amartya Sen

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Rajiv Gandhi arrives

Rajiv was 40 when he became the PM, and represented the aspirations of a young India
He recognized the need for reform if India were to shed its reliance on foreign aid and loans

His team comprised people like politician V.P. Singh, technocrat Sam Pitroda, and market
economist Montek Singh Ahluwalia

The 1985-86 budget lowered direct taxes for Cos. and raised exemption limits for income tax
He is widely credited for ushering in the IT and telecom revolutions in the country (by the first
set of economic reforms)

Earlier, in 1983, the first Maruti car had rolled off the assembly line in Gurgaon (during the
tenure of PM Indira Gandhi)

It was a project mired in controversy — conceptualized by Indira’s son Sanjay, but so ridden with
flaws that the government finally signed a joint venture with Suzuki of Japan to produce it

It was a real people’s car—fuel efficient, affordable and easy to drive, a far cry from the clunky
cars. The Maruti 800 and the demand for it signalled the rise of a new Indian middle class
After 20 years, a similar revolution arrived in aviation, courtesy Air Deccan (which later was
bought by Kingfisher, which collapsed soon thereafter)
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** Bhopal: the Union Carbide accident, 1984

< The 1984 Bhopal gas tragedy brought to the fore the real possibility of industrial
accldents on a massive scale and the Importance of regulatory oversight.

> At the centre of this tragedy—the effects of which are still felt by the local
population—was the US-based Union Carbide, now owned by Dow Chemicals.

+* On the night of 2 December, at least 40 tonnes of poisonous methyl isocyanate gas
leaked from the plant, killing at least 4,000 people and permanently disabling
thousands more.

+* The then chairman of Union Carbide, Warren Anderson, managed to flee India in
controversial circumstances. The victims, meanwhile, were given a pittance in
damages
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Fiscal deficit as a permanent feature

India has always run a high fiscal deficit, an outcome of the government
spending more than its income

Much of the government spending is on servicing interest cost of
borrowings; defence; pensions; subsidizing food, fertilizer and fuel
consumption; and schemes directed at housing, poverty, health and
cleanliness

A large portion of the government’s capital remains locked up in its own
companies and holdings, which it is unable to sell

The Indian economy, thus, continues to suffer from good capital chasing
bad, and a lack of political will to implement bold reforms

That changed with the arrival of 1990s when disinvestment was no longer a
bad word
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The 1990s era - LPG reforms era

There was an economic crisis in India by 1990

India had to sell 20 tonnes of gold to investment bank UBS on 30 May in 1991 to
secure a $240 million loan

It pledged gold three more times after that sale, shipping 46.8 million tonnes to
secure $400 million in loans from Bank of England and Bank of Japan

All this gold was repurchased by December that year

The Narasimha Rao-led government with Manmohan Singh as finance minister took
over on 21 June 1991 and launched a series of economic reforms, including the
dismantling of the licence Raj

The rupee was devalued for the first time by 57% on 6 June 1966 to push Indian

exports (a move triggered by the 1965 Indo-Pak war, after which the US withdrew aid
to India)
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The 1990s era - LPG reforms era

The next devaluation, on 1 July 1991, happened as the Reserve Bank of India
lowered the value of the currency by 9%, and then by 11% just two days later This
was when the economy was facing its worst crisis, and the country’s forex reserves
could pay for only three weeks of imports

Devaluation is no longer a real option for governments and policymakers as
exchange rates are determined by markets

Currency value is now calibrated by the central bank (although the US keeps blaming
China for manipulating its currency, the Yuan)

Many industrial groups resisted these reforms, fearing competition that could kill
their industrial empires

Over time, they adopted the new methods, and began a hew era of competitiveness

One such group was the "Bombay Club" led by Rahul Bajaj (Bajaj Auto), who is today
a fearless critic of the Modi government
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+* The ideas came from - Padma Desai was the first Asian woman to get a PhD in
Economics from Harvard back in 1960, and was a critic of India’s erstwhile
planned economy

+* Her early 1970s book, co-authored with husband and fellow economist
Jagdish Bhagwati, on India’s industrial and trade policies had a profound
impact on professional thinking in India in the 1970s

*»* Dr. Manmohan Singh had said that "When in 1991 our government undertook
sweeping reforms in our industrial and trade policies, we were only
implementing ideas that Jagdish and Padma wrote about two decades
earlier."
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A huge stock market scam in early 1990s

In liberalizing India, investments in the stock market became a means to make a quick buck

In April 1992, Indians were introduced to the term ‘stock market scam’ when stockbroker ‘Big
Bull’ Harshad Mehta was caught using the government bond market to fund his purchases

It was a scam pegged at 4,025 crore, and accelerated the rise of the SEBI (Securities and
Exchange Board of India) as it exists today

This and subsequent scandals led regulators to tighten the screws, bring more transparency,
and use technology to eventually reform Indian markets

Today's stock markets (like the NSE) and regulators of India (like the SEBI and RBI) are
considered world-class, and had their genesis in this particular phase

R.H. Patil was the man who tamed the wolves of Dalal Street! In the early 1990s, the BSE was
under the iron grip of a coterie of powerful brokers. Reforming the country’s capital markets
was dome by Ramachandra H. Patil, who set up the National Stock Exchange of India and other
institutions that changed the face of India’s capital markets. The absence of entry barriers and

United Front govt. and Chidambaram’s ‘Dream Budget’

As FM P Chidambaram geared up to present the Unlon Budget on February 28, 1997, he was fully aware of the political and
economic uncertaintles Indla was golng through.

His predecessor Manmohan Singh might have saved the country the blushes with his path-breaking Budget of 1991, but the
government he belonged to was voted out of power In 1996.

Economic reforms were Increasingly belng seen as antl-poor. The United Front, an alllance of 13 partles, was governing Indla with
a relatlvely unknown Karnataka politiclan, HD Deve Gowda, as prime minister.

Though the GDP was consistently growing above 5 percent, It paled In comparison to the economic buoyancy of many smaller
countrles In South East Asla. The corporate world was lobbying for more growth enablers, Including rationalised taxes. But they
wouldn’t have been very hopeful as the FM had imposed a minimum alternate tax (MAT) on profits in his malden Budget in 1996.
However, by the time Chidambaram finished his Budget speech, the Sensex had risen by 6.5 percent, a vindicatlon second only to
Singh’s 1991 Budget.

As part of a slew of measures, the FM reduced personal Income tax rates from 40 percent to 30 percent and cut corporate tax
rates, Including doing away with surcharge and bringing down royalty rates. He Increased the limit of Fll Investment and lald the
ground for the first round of disinvestment in PSUs. Import duty on many products saw a steep cut as well.

One of the biggest long-term Impacts of the Dream Budget has been on Income tax collections, which grew from Rs 18,700 crore
In 1997 to over Rs 2 lakh crore In 2013.

Before the ‘Dream Budget’, there was a growing perceptlion that reforms could be stopped and revoked. But the 1997 Budget
brought back the confidence that reforms are continuous and Irrevocable. The Voluntary Disclosure of Income Scheme (VDIS)
Introduced by Chidambaram helped broaden the tax base and Increase tax buoyancy over a perlod of time.
